BOLPF MAY 24, 2014 BOARD MEETING

The May 24th BOLPF Board Meeting was called to order at 9:05 AM by President Bob Barnum at his house.

Treasurer’s Report:

The report was approved as presented.

Year to date total income: $13,089.77

Year to date total expenses: $11,211.60

Net worth to date: $99,514.85

Jeany reported that PayPal was working well.  On November 20, 2013 the motion to add PayPal to the Black Oak Website was made by Jeany Cuttell and seconded by Jim Fleming and passed with all Board members voting yes.
The budget for 2014 was presented and it was recommended to drop the Community Support expense from the budget.  Monty Hunt moved to approve the budget and Bill Duff seconded the motion.  The motion was approved unanimously.

Committee Reports:

Clean Boats Clean Waters:  Cheryl Mitchell reported that a training session was held April 28, 2014 for the new CBCW Watercraft Inspection procedures which 7 people attended.  The training is given by Ted Ritter and all volunteers need to attend one training session.

New forms for beach monitoring are now being used that present a more positive approach to boats inspections.
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So far this year 80 ¾ hours have been logged for beach inspection with Bob Clem logging 62 hours working 8:00 AM to 5:00 PM Thursday through Sunday.
Grants:  John Annin reported that we have received $4000.00 for 2014 CBCW and will apply for this grant each year.  John reported that Wisconsin Lakes Partnership is a great program that consists of the DNR, UW extension center and Wisconsin lakes and well worth the dues we pay.

Membership:  Bill Duff reported in December he e-mailed 75 people who have not paid their dues for 2013.  He has had some success with this but will pursue further.  Jeany and Bill are working on getting numbers for total memberships for each year.  Bill requested that the year for dues paid be put on checks that people write.

Picnic and Auction:  The annual picnic will be July 26th at the Conserve School with Kathy Gelb and Cindy Miller as co-chairs for reservations.  Cherry Lommen, Kay Fleming and Cathy Hesselman will chair the auction again.  Each Board member will donate a bottle of booze for the auction again this year.

Old Business:  none

New Business:
Monty Hunt explained the non renewal notice for insurance.  We need to be insured as a non profit and he feels that the price will be almost the same and hopefully will have quote by the Annual meeting.  We are covered until September.
Policy for charitable donations was discussed and the Board felt our Bylaws dictate what we can and can not do for donations.  On May 6, 2014 Barb Hook asked for $100.00 donation for matching funds for the Historical Society for a grant for transcription services.  John Clarke made a motion to donate $100.00 to the Historical Society of Land O’ Lakes.  Bill Duff seconded the motion.  The vote was 8 no 2 yes and 1 not voting.  The motion didn’t pass.
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Dollars for hour’s program:  By popular demand we will have an entertaining skit at the Annual meeting to raise awareness for donating to dollars for hours.

Second boat inspector:  It was agreed to hire another inspector for up to 34 hours.  Cheryl will put an ad in the Trader.  Bob Barnum will talk to Mark Gostisha at the Country Store and also use their bulletin board to advertise.  Cheryl will talk to Jim Plunkett to see if his son would be interested. 
Board member term sequence:  There was discussion on how to get the Board member term sequence back to 5 and 5.  Bob will talk to Jim Surpless, Chair of Nominating Committee.
