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Clean Boats Clean Waters - Keith Montgomery

Unlike the last two years, when ice kept anglers off the water on Opening Day, the
weather cooperated this year and CBCW inspections began on schedule.

We have the same great team of inspectors back this year. We are fortunate to have a
stable team of experienced inspectors.

One small note: The inspectors are required by the conditions of our DNR grant to ask
various questions of boaters entering the lake, and this includes residents. Yes, when | put
my boat in for the season (or take it out in September) they ask me if | have had the boat
in another lake in the past five days and am | carrying bait, or have | emptied any live
wells, etc. Then they ask for permission to look over the boat and trailer. Please be patient
and polite with our loyal team when they do this. We are not exempt from CBCW
inspection.

If you enter your boat (or kayak) on the lake directly from your property and you’ve been
on another lake, please follow the protocol in the diagram here:

Incidentally, by the terms of our
grant, our inspectors are required
to take a course on inspection
every other year, and we are all
taking that 1- or 2-hour course
this spring.

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Ice Out and Water Level - Walt Bates

A warmer winter led to the 8th earliest ice-out in our unbroken 116 year long

record. The last Black Oak Lake ice was, as usual, along the south shore of Barbers
Bay and melted on Sunday, April 14. Go to Ice Out Reporting - Black Oak Lake
Preservation Foundation. All the dates are listed and graphed, averages calculated
and it has a lot of history. Most interesting is the fact that the early observers were
using what would eventually become the DNR's definition of "lce-Out" without even
realizing it. There are few records that go back that far where all the participants used
the same rules. Here they are graphed:

BLACK OAK LAKE
ICE-OUT DATE - 1909 -2024
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The water level at ice out was 38.63", the lowest since 2017, That's about 6" below last fall's
freeze-up and about 11" above the average of the last 24 years. Here's that data:

BLACK OAK LAKE WATER LEVEL AT ICE-OUT, 2001 - 2024
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Average depth from ice-out 2001 through freeze-up 2023 is 27.15".

SO WHY DO WE CALL IT THE "CROWN" PROPERTY?

That nearly 2,000 feet of undeveloped property on Black Oak's north shore was originally
owned by the Otto Logging Company starting in the 1880s. A fireplace from what was likely
the oldest structure on the lake still stands on it. In the early 1930s it was sold to Chicagoan
Henry Crown. In the 1940s he sold it to his father, Arie Crown. Shortly after that it went to
Frederick Gould then to Mary Jensen and then to the current owner, John Washburn. So,
what happened to the Crowns?

There is a nationwide law firm called Gould and Ratner. When it was founded in Chicago in
the 1930s its first client was Henry Crown. It now handles virtually all the legal work of
Crown Enterprises. As to why they would put the Black Oak property into the hands of their
lawyers no one knows but they clearly are pulling the strings. According to John Washburn,
they have no plans for the property and would be bound by it being zoned as we all are: R-1
Single - Family Residential. More info on our zoning is at OUR WORK > ZONING.

LONGEST CONTINUAL OWNERSHIP ON THE LAKE

The property that has been in the same family the longest is that now currently owned by
Barbara Knaak. Before 1910, the Patterson Family bought that property. They had to come
up from Joliet, IL on logging trains to camp on it and brought their infant daughter, Myrtle,
with them. She grew up to marry Howard Lloyd and they had two children, Dave and
Barbara. Sadly, Dave went down on the USS Scorpion in 1968. Barbara married Chuck
Paton and they had four children, Chuck Jr, Dave (current BOLPF treasurer), Peggy (Fink)
and Barbie (Parry). These five fine people currently own that property as well as some
adjacent ones. Myrtle Lloyd currently holds the record for the most summers at Black Oak
Lake with 90 (see MEMBERS > 50 and 75 year pins).

BLACK OAK LAKE LOGGING

This photo is of Mary Otto's Loggers
Camp in 1910. US Census data from that
year showed 61 young men using this as
their home and all listed their occupation
as "Logger". When the logging ended a
few years later (notice all the stumps), this
was bought by Minneapolis man George
St. Clair and converted into recreational
use. He called it the Black Oak Resort
and many of the current families on Black
Oak trace their roots here. Al Bates and
Frank Hoffman, for example, stayed here Avisw TEBLACK O AW LAKE
for fishing starting in 1915 before buying S

property.

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Treasurers Report - David Paton

2023 was a good year for the Black Oak Lake Preservation Foundation. In terms of overall
income, compared to 2022 we were down in 2023 as were expenses. Recently, year-to-
year results have offered some big variances as the pandemic had impacts that are still
being felt though not as dramatically.

What really saved the 2023 income line were some sums that came in both from members
and the state grant from WI that we receive every year. As you can see in the attached
exhibit, annual dues continue to be very important to the Black Oak Lake Preservation
Foundation. The incredible generosity of a few members served to close the income gap
and your BOLPF board is very grateful to those special members.

There are lots of ways to help BOLPF continue in its goals of: Protect Black Oak Lake
waters and shoreline for recreation. Protect and enhance the Black Oak Lake environment
Manage natural fish and wildlife habitats. Work to initiate and keep protective zoning
ordinances consistent with private property rights. Promote safety.

The easiest is that members be diligent in their dues. That has been a successful
endeavor and with the recently installed online bill-pay that has made payments to
BOLPF, whether they be dues, memorials, or other special giving in recognition of the
beauty of Black Oak Lake, easier.

One facet of giving we haven’t spent a lot of time talking about are planned gifts. The
Board of the Black Oak Lake Preservation Foundation asks a favor of you to please
consider BOLPF in your estate planning. If there is any constant to what we say and hear
about our beloved lake is the abundance of memories and giving to BOLPF ensures those
memories will continue well into the future.

The IRS has made many changes to IRA’s and other retirement accounts in recent years.
One way to give was made permanent a few years back — the qualified charitable
distribution. This refers to the sum that IRA owners are required to take once a certain age
has been reached, also known as the required minimum distribution (RMD). The qualified
charitable distribution allows IRA owners to designate that some or all of their required
minimum distribution be distributed directly to the charity of their choice. The decision to
take advantage of the qualified charitable distribution means that the owner’s annual RMD
will be met, the owner won’t be taxed on it (by the same token, it cannot be taken as a
deduction like a taxable gift might) and your favorite charity/ 501C3, the Black Oak Lake
Preservation Foundation, will get the money and NOT the IRS!

It’'s a real option so please consult with appropriate tax counsel for details.

Thank you all for your attention to the BOLPF annual dues and we’ll look forward to
seeing you on the lake!
